Potatoes

English

Our last English topic is all about debating. The
children have practised debating over whether
Pokémon cards should be allowed at school (see
pictures below).

Not only
have we been working with our potatoes and
getting them ready fo mash but we have been
designing prototype Anderson shelters and then
‘bombing’ them to see if they would last. Many of
the children realised that if you corrugated the
card the structure would be much stronger. Most
children's shelters survived, unfortunately Curie
classes’ got hit by a mega bomb which pretty much
decimated all of them.
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
